How the introduction of slot machines into our village concentrated me on the lack of democracy in municipal decision making. 
2. 
The application of a local water bottling company to increase their pumping to 1 million litres a day galvanized a small group of us into looking into water taking in our province.

Our work with the Jesuit ecology project at Loyola House in Guelph furnished some of the energy to carry out this task. 

4. 
We think our efforts were instrumental in the decision by the government of Ontario to stop issuing permits to water bottling companies. 

5. 
There is a graph in the Canadian CLC leaders manual called "Relatedness & Task". It's purpose is to show the need for a balance between our sharing in our CLC meetings & the need for a CLC apostolic outreach or task. In my case the task aspect has been mostly involved in formation of CLCs. To really have a balance this task aspect must include something like the work done with the provincial government.

Our CLC is trying to connect with the mayors of low lying cities in Canada which are having problems with rising sea levels. 

7. 
For the NAR we might look at the water level of the Great Lakes, which will go down because of global warming & the shipment of water outside of this basin among other things. If the mightly Colorado River no longer goes to the ocean, what can we do to keep the St. Lawrence River from the same fate?
